GHEORGHE VRABIE

Gheorghe Vrabie - an artist, painter and illustrator,
Master of Arts of Moldova, Knight of the Order of the
Republic. Gheorghe Vrabie was born on 21 March, 1939, in
the village of Calinesti, Balti. The artist studied at the
Republican School of Fine Arts ,,I. Repin” (1956-1960) and the
Faculty of Graphic Arts, at the Academy of Fine Arts of St.
Petersburg (1961-1967). Gheorghe Vrabie worked at the
School of Fine Arts for Children ,A. Sciusev”, at the
Publishing House ,,Moldovan Book”, at the Cultural Patrimony
Institute of the Academy of Sciences of Moldova etc.

Gheorghe Vrabie developed the State Emblem and the
Flag of the Republic of Moldova, the symbols of Chisinau
City, of the Supreme Court of Justice, of the Customs
Department, etc. He is known for his book graphics —
illustrated over 100 books, -for the decorative monumental
works in mosaic and fresco, for his monographs etc.
